COVID PROTOCOLS FOR IN-PERSON WORSHIP 
When You Arrive  

1. Everyone is required to wear a mask upon entering the church.  If you don’t have a mask, the ushers will have 
plenty available for you and your children (older than 2).  Wearing a mask, along with social distancing, is the 
best way for us to prevent the spread of COVID-19 among our church family, especially given the fact that up to 
half of all people who have the virus don’t feel or display any symptoms. 

2. Hand sanitizer will be available and should be used upon entering. 
3. In the sanctuary, every other pew will be roped off and closed to provide as much social distancing as possible. 

Hymnbooks, Bibles, and other materials normally found in the pews have been removed.  You may bring your 
own Bible to use during the service; the hymns are printed in the bulletin.  In order to minimize touch 
contamination, please pick up your own bulletin from the narthex table. 

4. Ushers will guide you and your family to a properly distanced seat, starting with the front of the sanctuary. 
Please graciously allow them to do so in order to maintain social distancing while safely maximizing occupancy. 

5.   All restrooms will be open for use, one at a time please. 
 

During the Service 
1. We will not be singing, as singing has been found to increase significantly the risk of spreading the virus. 
2. During time for children, the children will remain with their family and not gather on the chancel steps. 
3. Offering plates will be at the entrances/exits to receive your offering. 
4. Please keep your mask on through the entire worship service.  
5. If you have young children, this may be their first time back in the sanctuary in a long time.  You may be 

worried about how they will behave, if they will make too much noise, or if they will be too wiggly.  Please don’t 
worry at all!  We welcome the signs of life- especially after going so long without it!  Please note: we won’t have 
the worship bags (with crayons and coloring pages) available for children, but you are welcome to bring things 
from home.
