LETTER FROM BIRMINGHAM JAIL

Martin Luther King, Jr. wrote this letter from jail in 1963 in response to a group of moderate clergy urging him to

‘wait,” have patience, and trust the system to bring about change. His letter still has meaning today: “We know through
painful experience that freedom is never voluntarily given by the oppressor; it must be demanded by the oppressed. Frankly, I have
never yet engaged in a direct-action movement that was ‘well timed” according to the timetable of those who have not suffered unduly
from the disease of segregation. For years now I have heard the word ‘wait.” It rings in the ear of every Negro with a piercing
familiarity. This ‘wait’ has almost always meant ‘never.””
