    A Word about Lent  

 

 
 

Today is the Third Sunday in LENT.  The word lent is from the Anglo-Saxon lencten which means spring or 

the springtime.  Literally, it means the time of the year when the days lengthen.  In the church, Lent is the 40 

day period during which Christians rededicate themselves to follow Jesus Christ as His faithful disciples, and 

prepare to celebrate the Lord’s resurrection at Easter.  Many Christians vow to give up things (like desserts 

or TV) during Lent so that when they desire those things, they are reminded of their relationship with the 

Lord.  Other Christians choose to take up something (like daily prayer or acts of kindness) during Lent to 

strengthen their faith.
