June 18 Matthew 13:44-58 Kingdom Parables 3 - The Treasure, the Pearl, and the Net: Jesus compares the
Kingdom to a valuable treasure, a pearl of great price, and a net with every kind of fish.

June 25 Matthew 13:53-14:36 Receiving Jesus- We see five responses to Jesus- from outright rejection to strong
faith.

July 2 Matthew 15:1-20 Clean Hearts - God looks at more than our actions; he looks at the condition of our
hearts.
