v' MDP is reviewed by the Session and the COM and then becomes active in the PCUSA’s Church Leadership
Connection (CLC) call system.
= The APNC receives Personal Discernment Profiles (PDP’s) from candidates through referrals and the CLC.
Through prayer and interviews, the APNC narrows the field of candidates.
=  The APNC extends a call to a candidate.
®  The candidate accepts the terms of call.
»  The candidate is examined by the Commission on Ministry.
®  The candidate is called by the congregation.
»  The candidate is installed as the new Associate Pastor at WPC!
