NEWS FROM THE APNC 
Please remember your Associate Pastor Nominating Committee in your prayers.  Here’s where they are in the search process: 

✓ Session formally requests approval from Charleston Atlantic Presbytery’s Commission on Ministry (COM) to begin 
the process of seeking an Associate Pastor.  

✓ Congregation elects the members of the APNC. 
✓ APNC is trained by COM representative. 
✓ MDP (Ministry Discernment Profile) is prepared by the APNC.  It is a document that describes Westminster, the 

AP job description, and the kind of AP we’re seeking. 
✓ MDP is reviewed by the Session and the COM and then becomes active in the PCUSA’s Church Leadership 

Connection (CLC) call system.  
▪ The APNC receives Personal Discernment Profiles (PDP’s) from candidates through referrals and the CLC.  

Through prayer and interviews, the APNC narrows the field of candidates. 
▪ The APNC extends a call to a candidate. 
▪ The candidate accepts the terms of call. 
▪ The candidate is examined by the Commission on Ministry. 
▪ The candidate is called by the congregation. 
▪ The candidate is installed as the new Associate Pastor at WPC!
