On February 22nd we’ll discuss Chinua Achebe’s Things Fall Apart.  With more than twenty million copies sold and 
translated into fifty-seven languages, Things Fall Apart provides one of the most illuminating and permanent monuments to 
African experience. The story follows the tragic life of a high-performing but deeply flawed African native inhabiting an exalted 
place within his traditional Umuofia society which is under threat from European imperialists. Themes covered are: 
Colonialism and Cultural Change, Masculinity and Identity, and Tradition vs. Change.  (Books are $10 and available online 
or in the Narthex.)
